Something again fo r CPS to be 
proud of. And even though College o f Idaho took the sweep­
stakes cup fo r the best all-around record, our debaters took 
the above awards and took home more than these. For, more 
than the prizes gained by them, our debaters—all o f them—  
even the CPS team th a t didn’t  w in one round in se ve n - 
gained experience which w ill prove valuable in  la te r years; 
experience in persistive argument, in  the use and value of 
logic, in rapid preparation to  speak and to  present th a t 
speech in an effective manner, and fin a lly  experience in the 
attem pt to  psycho-analyze the judge to  find  w hat the de­
cision is.

The Congress of Human A ffa irs  held as a pa rt o f the 
tournament also provided an aid to the all-too-few who par­
ticipated in it, in th a t i t  was an attem pt to  prepare these 
young people fo r a life  o f active partic ipation in  a liv ing
democracy.

Our College has gained also as i t  has in  past years 
through these and other tournaments. “ For here, “ they can 
say, "is  a progressive college.”  We entered a good number in 
the tournament and made a good showing w itha l.

This year’s tournament was attended by three debaters 
and Prof. Edwin H. Paget o f N orth  Carolina State college 
who came to demonstrate the direct clash type o f debating 
used firs t th is year in the Pacific Northwest.

During recent weeks of world-shaking significance, m any student* 
have approached me personally and posed the question, “Now, as a 
philosopher, how do you th ink I  ought to face this problem? W hat 
philosophy of life provides a guide fo r my conduct in the immediate 
fu ture?” Of course in every case the inquirer was facing the startling  
fact that very shortly his or her habits of life were to be rudely in ter­
rupted by circumstances beyond personal control, such as the draff, 
change of employment, etc. Some had already adopted a  mask of Stoic 
indifference; some proposed becoming disciples of the pleasure-loving 

Om ar hoping to make the ir fate a little  more tolerable; others were 
just bewildered and frightened, try ing  hard to forget the m orrow ’s task* 
and realities.

To every one of these my answer has been the same and I  am  glad 
of this opportunity t o  put it into w riting, although lim itations of space 

| prevent my dealing w ith  more than one point in my common reply.
I t  seems to me that the most im portant th ing people are  forgetting  

I these days is tha t no situaion is entirely devoid of possibilities in  the 
search for the most im portant things in life, namely, the intellectual, 
moral, esthetic, religious and other values. They seem to feel th a t these 
sudden changes over which they have no control somehow destroys all 
opportunity for the development of the human sp irit in term s of value 
experience. I  contend that this is quite false fo r two reasons. First, 
there never has been and probably never w ill be a  perfect environm ent 
for the growth of personality. Second, history is replete w ith  examples 
of people who in spite of a seeming unfavorable environm ent continued 
the search for that which they considered most worthwhile.

The answer to the problem then, is, in part a t least, a  determ ination  
to continue to seek the basic values w hether you are in college, in  the 
arm y, in the factory, or in the field. Continue to  study and develop 
along the lines of your chief interests and values. There w ill be lim ita ­
tions of course, but there cannot be a complete blackout o f a ll value 
experience which results in the growth of personality unless you so 
w ill it. Exile proved to be the opportunity fo r D ante  to  w rite  the D i­
vine Comedy, and P. G. Wodehouse, now a prisoner in N azi Germany, 
is hard at work on a new legend of “Jeeves.
